The LIHEAP program offers Crisis energy assistance to residents twice annually during the winter 
and summer seasons and once annually for Regular energy assistance. Applicants must not 
exceed 150% of the U.S. Poverty Income Guidelines. Qualified applicants submitting a Crisis 



energy application may be eligible to receive up to a $600 dollar payment toward their 
outstanding electric or gas utility bills. Applicants submitting a Regular energy application may 
receive between $150-$300 dollar credit to be applied to their utility bill.
